In order to clarify the bidding status of any apprentice, who suffers a
disability, with regard to Paragraph Gll of the Master Apprenticeship Agreement,
Company proposes to amend Paragraph Gll to read as follows:

G - TRAINING OF APPRENTICES

11. An employee is entitled to two opportunities to participate in (an)
apprenticeship training program(s). His or her subsequent bid to fill a job
vacancy in an apprentice classification will not receive consideration under the
provisions of Title 205. However, an apprentice who suffers a disability which
precludes his or her return to that same apprenticeship shall be given one addi-
tional opportunity to participate in an apprenticeship provided his or her pre-
vious diability would not prohibit such participation.

All cases shall be referred to the Apprenticeship Committee for review
before placement is made,
