Twogrie~css were·~ in the Division on behal£ ot empl07888,
Earl C. Paquette and Frank Berg, whobid OD posted job vacancies in the
Electric Department. Both grievants workedin the GasDepartmentand haft
greater Companyseniority than employeesin the Electric Departmentwho
were awardedthe jobs by'the Division under Section 205.7(d). TheDivi-
sion justified its awards on the basia that under Section 205.7(d) bids
trom employeesin the "department" (in this case the Electric Department)
are considered before the bids ot employeesin other departments (in this
case meaningthe GasDepartment)are considered.

The question ot the meaningot the words "department" and
"district" as used in Section 205.7 has been raised betore. It has been
decided by reference to negotiating minutes that the word "departmont"
as used in Section 205•.7 meansa department that operates without regard
to district boundaires. Speoitically, the departments referred to are
SteamGenerating Department, HydroElectric Plant Department, Substation
Department,WaterCollection Departmentand the DomesticWater Department.
Theword "distriot" then denotes and reters to &nJ'established and recog-
nized distriot ot the Division. Inoluded in a "district" theretore would
be all employeesexcept those whoworkedin &DT ot the aforementioned
"departments."

Applying this interpretation to the instant cases, it is
determined that the posted vacancies existed in a "district" and not in
one of the named"departments" referred to in Seotion 205.7. Thus,
under Seotion 205.?(d) employees\11 th the greatest C0JDP8.D7 senion't7 1n
the "distriot" should first have their bids considered, and since the
Gas and Electric Departr.2entsare both in the "distriot" first oonsid~
etion in each ot the respective oases should be given to the employee-
on whosebehalf these grievances were filed.
